We are part of the
BYO Zero Waste
Stockholm Initiative

This means we follow these two rules:

1. We allow customers to bring their own take away
containers (e.g. lunch boxes, bags, reusable cups, etc.).

2. We ask our customers if they need single-use products
before handing these out (e.g. bags, cutlery, straws, etc.).

Why Bring Your Own?

By allowing customers to bring their own
containers and by being more restrictive with
handing out paper cups and single-use plastic
items, we reduce our waste*. This in turn saves the
energy needed to create, transport and discard all
the single-use packaging we would otherwise use.
Together with our customers, we want to do our
part in protecting the planet.

The EU has already decided to ban some single-use plastic items like straws and
cutlery, starting 2021. By offering a service more respectful of the environment and
diminishing our use of disposables now, we’re taking the lead on this change.

According to the regulation No 852/2004 of the European parliament it is not
forbidden to serve a customer in their own container. A shop owner might
refuse if the container is not clean or in other ways not suitable.

It is important for the shop owner to have a system so that he or she can
ensure that all containers used are clean. It is therefore up to the shop owner
to have such routines so that he or she feels safe to serve food and drinks in
used containers.

Varfor Bring Your Own?

Genom att tilldta kunder att ta med sig egna
behéallare och genom att vara mer restriktiva med
utdelning av papperskoppar och engangsprodukter,
minskar vi vart avfall. Detta minskar i sin tur den
energi som kravs for att skapa, transportera och
kassera alla engangsférpackningar som vi annars
skulle ha anvant. Tillsammans med vara kunder vill
vi géra var del for att skydda planeten.

EU har redan beslutat att férbjuda vissa engangsprodukter som sugrér och
bestick, fran och med 2021. Genom att erbjuda en tjanst som ar mer respektfull
mot miljén och minskar anvidndningen av engangsartiklar nu, tar vi ledningen i
denna forandring.
